Using the Kids’ Devotional Bible 

with your child (see also pages viii-ix)

1. Model daily Bible reading yourself.  Talk about what you’re reading and learning with your child so that they know it’s something you do as well.

2. Pick a time of day when you and your child are alert, and make it feel special.

3. At first, do the devotions together.  Later on, your child may be able and willing to do devotions on their own.

4. For the day of the week, find that day’s devotional reading, and read the assigned passage.  For example, suppose you decide to begin in Genesis on Monday.  On page 4, you’ll find a daily devotional that’s connected to Genesis 1:26-28. At the bottom it tells you which page the next devotional is on.

5. Persevere.  Even if you and your child miss a few days, don’t worry and don’t try and catch up (it rarely works anyway).  Just begin again with whatever day of the week it is, and read that day’s devotional.
